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Highlights of Killarney & Westport

1st - 6th July

Our tour takes us to, two of Ireland’s prettiest counties. Kerry in the 
south west and Mayo in the West. Kerry is often described as the 
tourism capital of Ireland and Mayo is a beautiful unspoilt county
DAY 1
We start our journey to the south west of the country today, making some comfort stops 
along the way before arriving at our hotel early evening.

The landscape is wild and beautiful from the Eastern 
Spine of the Peninsula in the steep Slieve Mish to the Western end where the land breaks 
into a scattering of uninhabited and dramatic islands, cliffs and beaches alternating 
around the coast. We travel to ‘Slea Head’ at the tip of the peninsula which is the site of 
the most dramatic scenery in the area.

DAY 4
We depart Kerry this morning and travel to Mayo. We will get the ferry across the 
Shannon from Tarbert to Killimer. As we arrive in County Clare we continue along the 
coast travelling through Kilkee, Spanish Point and Ennistymon. Weather and time 
permitting we will visit ‘The Cliffs of Moher’ and Lisdoonvarna. Then it’s onto Galway and 
continue westward to our base for two nights.

DAY 5
After our previous long day we start a little later and travel through ‘The Emerald of 
Ireland’. Oscar Wilde once said “Connemara is a savage beauty.” This natural terrain 
and unspoilt environment offers us a wonderland of sights and experiences. We will visit 
‘Kylemore Abbey’ which is a Benedictine Monastery, founded in 1920.

DAY 6
Today we make our journey home after making some new friends on a beautiful trip of 
our own country and all the delights it has to offer.
